SUMMERWORKS

Summerworks er et manedlangt ophold i New York pé Elizabeth
Foundation for the Arts (EFA) for fire kunstnere og en kurator.
Summerworks har fokus pé grafisk arbejde og print, og som en del
af residenciet skal kuratoren sammen med de fire kunstnere, og fire
udvalgte kunstnere fra EFAs eget program, afholde en udstilling i
New York.

Residenciet udbydes i partnerskab med EFA og The Bikuben
Foundation New York.

De fire kunstnere, der skal afsted i ar er: Viktoria Wendel Skousen,
Benjamin Savi, Rebecca Krasnik og Stefan Bakmand. De far falge-
skab af kurator Mai Dengsge.

De fire kunstnere er udvalgt af en jury bestdende af Mats
Stjernstedt, direktar for Malmo Kunsthall, og Anne-Mette Schultz,
billedkunstner og tidligere Summerworks resident.

Juryens begrundelser:

Benjamin Savi er engageret i print som kunstner og underviser, og
hans arbejde med temaer som modkultur og DIY giver hans praksis
dybde og fokus.

Stefan Bakmand viser i sin ansggning og praksis en interesse i
printmediet og i historisk billedproduktion, blandt andet igennem
temaer som alkymi.

Viktoria Wendel Skousen vil portreettere planter i New Yorks bota-
niske have - et projekt der pa fin vis udnytter opholdets muligheder,
ogsa for at eksperimentere med nye metoder i EFAs veaerksted.

Rebecca Krasniks kunstneriske undersggelse er koblet til tek-
nologier og metoder, som ligger bag den historiske udvikling af
print og tekst, med seerlig veegt pa forholdet mellem billed- og
tekstproduktion.

SUMMERWORKS

Summerworks is a month-long residency for four artists and one
curator at the Elizabeth Foundation for the Arts (EFA) in New York.
The focus of Summerworks is on graphic work and print. As part of
the residency, the curator, the four artists and four artists selected
from EFA’'s own programme will present an exhibition in New York.
We offer the residency in partnership with the EFA and the Bikuben
Foundation New York.

This year, the four artists Art Hub is sending are: Viktoria Wendel
Skousen, Benjamin Savi, Rebecca Krasnik and Stefan Bakmand.
They will be accompanied by the curator Mai Dengsge.

The four artists were selected by a jury consisting of: Mats
Stjernstedt, Director of Malmo Kunsthall and Anne-Mette Schultz,
artist and former Summerworks resident.

The jury’'s statements:

Benjamin Savi is involved in printing as both an artist and a teacher.
His work, which features themes such as counterculture and DIY,
lends his practice depth and focus.

Stefan Bakmand's application and practice reflect his interest in
the medium of print and historical image production: for example,
through themes such as alchemy.

Viktoria Wendel Skousen aims to portray plants in the New York
Botanical Garden: a project that will make excellent use of the resi-
dency'’s opportunities and involve experimenting with new methods
in the EFA workshop.

Rebecca Krasnik's work examines the technologies and methods
that formed the foundation for the historical development of print
and text. She is particularly interested in the relationship between
the production of image and text.

The curator taking part in the residency was chosen by Art Hub for
the following reasons:

In addition to her work as a curator - for example, at
Ronnebaeksholm and her projects at the Bizarro exhibition venue

- Mai Dengsge has extensive experience in the interpretation and
presentation of various artistic practices, on the basis of an ecologi-
cal, intergenerational and feminist perspective.

De seks kunstnere pa dette ars Residency To Go er: Maria Ngrholm
Ramouk, Trine Struwe Hansen, Tore Hallas, Regitze Engelsborg
Karlsen, Séley Ragnarsdéttir og Alexandra Jonsson.

Kunstnerne er valgt pa baggrund af et open call af en jury bestaen-
de af billedkunstner Linda Lamignan, direktgr for Unge Kunstneres
Samfund (Oslo) Miriam Wistreich og kurator Tawanda Appiah.

Juryens begrundelser:

Maria Ngrholm Ramouks praksis er en oversaettelse — en bevaegel-
se mellem materialer, sprog og stemmer. De ofte kollektivt skabte,
tekstilbaserede veerker tager sit afsaet i et pluralistisk verdensbillede
- 09 i Ramouks seneste udvikling, i den personlige epistemologi.

Trine Struwe Hansens skulpturer fungerer mindre gennem sprog
end gennem affekt og intuition. Hendes skulpturer beboer deres
omgivelser og leger med bade skala og materiale i forsgget pa at
skabe sensoriske og nostalgiske overraskelser.

Tore Hallas kombinerer forskellige undersggelsesomrader, der tilsy-
neladende ikke har noget tilfeelles. Det ggr han pa en bade poetisk
og falsom made med en delikat fornemmelse for iagttagelsen og en
imponerende teknisk formaen.

Regitze Engelsborg Karlsens skulpturer viser en stor opmeerksom-
hed pa skala, struktur og materialitet. Hendes vaerker undersgger
international handel og industriens pavirkning af det miljg, vi lever i.

Séley Ragnarsdéttirs arbejde med udgangspunkt i maleri og skulp-
tur udger en fantasifuld kombination af temaer som kunsthandvaerk
og at skabe sammenheaenge mellem forskellige materialer, som
manifesterer sig i omsluttende og visuelt indbydende miljger.

Alexandra Jonssons praksis bevaeger mellem feministisk teenkning,
kollektiv bevidsthed og teknologi, med saerlig opmaerksomhed pa
historiske, geografiske og legemliggjorte steder, i et forsgg pa at
friggre gennem omsorg.
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In August we will be welcoming six artists to our Residency To Go
programme. This residency has a strong focus on networking and
involves an advisory course with an art consultant. Residency To
Go is a programme that takes places in the artists’ own studios. It
is organised in such a way, that an artist can take part, no matter
where in Denmark they are based.

This year’s six Residency To Go artists are: Maria Ngrholm Ramouk,
Trine Struwe Hansen, Tore Hallas, Regitze Engelsborg Karlsen,
Soley Ragnarsdottir and Alexandra Jonsson.

The artists were selected on the basis of an open call, by a jury
consisting of: artist Linda Lamignan, Director of Unge Kunstneres
Samfund (Oslo), Miriam Wistreich and the curator Tawanda Appiah.

The jury’'s statements:

Maria Ngrholm Ramouk’s practice is a translation —a movement
between materials, language and voices. Her textile works, often

created collectively, are based on a pluralistic worldview and —in

Ramouk’s latest direction — on personal epistemology.

Trine Struwe Hansen's sculptures work not so much through
language but through emotion and intuition. Her sculptures inhabit
their setting and play with both scale and material in an effort to
create sensory and nostalgic surprises.

Tore Hallas’ work brings together seemingly disparate areas of
inquiry in a manner both poetic and vulnerable, with sensitivity of
observation and an impressive technical mastery.

Regitze Engelsborg Karlsen's sculptures reflect great awareness
of scale, structure and materiality. Her work also closely interroga-
tes international trade and the impact of industry on the environ-
ment in which we live.

Based on painting and sculpture, Sé6ley Ragnarsdéttir's work is a
highly imaginative combination of themes such as craftsmanship
and making connections between different materials, which mani-
fest themselves in all-embracing and visually enticing environments.

Alexandra Jonsson'’s practice moves between feminist thinking,
collective consciousness and technology. Jonssons particular
awareness of historical, geographical and embodied sites reflects
an attempt to liberate through care.

Juryens begrundelser:

(Co)opulence Collective (xiri tara noir og Sall Lam Toro)’s praksis
drejer sig om temaer og metoder som queering, nydelse og anti-ka-
pitalistiske ideer. | residenciet vil de arbejde pa at udvikle en praksis
aktiveret af Art Hubs lokalomrade, samt fremtidige og fortidige sorte
trans og queer sex-arbejderkroppe.

Margarita del Carmen har udviklet en tvaerfaglig kunstnerisk prak-
sis, hvor hun i et forsgg pa at skabe mere retfeerdige og inklusive
urbane miljger arbejder med territorier og de mennesker, der bebor
dem. Gennem steders politiske historie og strukturer arbejder hun
mod at skabe rum for kritisk og kollektiv leering.

Vala T. Foltyn vil i sit residency arbejde med at fremkalde nye
stemmer i Norden gennem en undersggelse af queer blikke og
post-sovjetisk kunstpraksis. Denne udvidelse af kulturelle og kunst-
neriske diskurser foregar igennem 'queer witchcraft’ som metode til
at udfolde sociokulturelle forhold skabt af historie, politik og kan.
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In September three new residents will move into the studios in Art
Hub’s premises at 27, Halmtorvet. For the remainder of the year, the
three artists will be part of the Art Hub Residency programme.

The residents are: (Co)Opulence Collective (Xiri Tara Noir and Sall
Lam Toro), Vala T. Foltyn and Margarita del Carmen.

In addition to a studio, Art Hub Residency also provides the artists
with an opportunity for reflection and networking. In the context
of their residency, the artists will also work on how to convey the
essence of their work to the public.

The resident artists were selected on the basis of an open call, by a
jury consisting of: Alessio Antoniolli, Director of Gasworks, London,
Kristine Spejlborg, Curator at Nuuk Art Museum and Scott William
Raby, artist, researcher, and arts organizer at f.eks., Aalborg.

The jury’s statements:

The work of (Co)opulence Collective by duo xiri tara noir and
Sall Lam Toro reflects themes such as queering, pleasure and
anti-capitalist ideas. In the residency, they seek to craft a practice
activated by the local neighborhood of Art Hub and by future and
past obscured black trans and queer sex work(er) bodies.

Margarita del Carmen has developed a multidisciplinary artistic
practice in which, in an effort to create fairer and inclusive urban
environments, she works with territories and the people who
inhabit them. Based on the political history and structures of places,
her work is an attempt to create space for critical and collective
learning.

In her residency, Vala T. Foltyn will aim to generate new voices in
the Nordic region, based on a study of queer gazes and post-Soviet
art practice. This expansion of cultural and artistic discourses will
take place through ‘queer witchcraft’ — a method of expressing
socio-cultural relationships created by history, politics and gender.
