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ANDREIJ KIRIPOLSKY

ANDREJ KIRIPOLSKY

Through a precise and restrained visual language,
Andrej Kiripolsky explores the intersection of history,
industry, and memory. His works Have You Ever Seen
Coal Burn? and the large-scale installation featuring

a suspended steel pipe draw on the closure of a coal-
fired power plant in his hometown of Novaky, Slovakia.
Balancing poetic reflection with physical presence,
Kiripolsky’s practice captures the tension between
endings and continuations, and between the remnants
of industrial society and the uncertain landscapes that
follow.

As juror Mikkel Bogh writes:

“Andrej Kiripolsky is awarded the 15. Juni Foundation’s
Honorary Prize as an encouragement to and
recognition of a highly promising artistic practice
which, with these two works, demonstrates the
aesthetic rigor and poetic precision required to address
questions as difficult and necessary as these: Who and
what shape the future, when the very structures that
have sustained society — for better and for worse —
are phased out?”

Through lifelike sculptural figures, Sebastian Mgller
Jorgensen explores the everyday social dynamics and
emotional exchanges that unfold within institutional
spaces such as kindergardens.

His work The Yellow Room consists of life-sized child
and adult figures in wood and foam, each captured in
small gestures of play, care, or longing. With a precise
observational eye, he transforms ordinary moments
into subtle reflections on community, vulnerability, and
human connection.

About Sebastian Mgaller Jargensen’s work, The Yellow
Room, the jury states:

“There is, quite literally, a softness, a curious openness,
and an attentiveness to detail in Sebastian Mgaller
Jorgensen’s extensive work that makes it a promising

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TILDA LUNDBOHM

Med udgangspunkt i dybt personlige oplevelser
udforsker Tilda Lundbohms praksis den skragbelige
greense mellem det mekaniske og det menneskelige,
det kliniske og det folelsesmaessige. Gennem
installationer og skulpturelle veerker undersgger hun,
hvordan traumer, sygdom og heling kan omseettes

til materiel form. Hendes veerker fusionerer ofte
skrgbelige, hdndlavede elementer med industrielle
materialer og skaber poetiske rum, hvor sarbarhed og
preecision sameksisterer.

Om Tilda Lundbohms veerk, Memory Machines, siger
kunstner og jurymedlem Tore Hallas:

"Tilda Lundbohms arbejde er baret af bade kunstnerisk
ngdvendighed og menneskelig integritet, hvilket gar

sygdom undersgges sa klart og direkte i kunsten, og
det giver hdb om en fremtidig kunstnerisk praksis med
vaegt, mod og mening."

TILDA LUNDBOHM

Building on deeply personal experiences, Tilda
Lundbohm's practice explores the fragile boundary
between the mechanical and the human, the clinical
and the emotional. Through installations and sculptural
works, she investigates how trauma, illness, and
recovery can be translated into material form. Her
works often merge fragile, handmade elements with
industrial materials, creating poetic spaces where
vulnerability and precision coexist.

About Tilda Lundbohm's work, Memory Machines,
artist Tore Hallas states:

“Tilda Lundbohm's work is carried by both artistic
necessity and human integrity, making “weakness”
poetic. It is all too rare that mental iliness is examined
so clearly and directly in art, and it offers hope for

a future artistic practice of weight, courage, and
meaning.”
