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INGEN GODE NYHEDER?

Ghost Agency: 'Black Box Sanctuary® (2025) still, Session B at Room Room

Hvad stiller vi nu op? Spergsmalet, som det russiske kunstkollektiv Chto Delat
rejser i kraft af sit navn (oversat fra russisk: 'Hvad skal der geres?’), er, for at sige
det mildt, presserende. Her, hvor vi befinder os, blev Kebenhavn pludselig en
spilleplade for et kolonialt matadorspil, da den amerikanske praesident abent
erkleerede, at han ville ‘erhverve’ Grenland - som om et oprindeligt folk med tusinde
ars lang historie kan reduceres til objekt i en geopolitisk studehandel med hans
NATO-kammerat, Danmark. Samtidig ser vi den ene krise, krig og despot efter den
anden pé vores telefoner kun pauset af wierd Al-seb.

Men uanset hvor absurd og hjerteskaerende tiden, vi befinder os i, er, ser vi ogsa
modsvar: Det at organisere sig er pa en gang blevet bade nedvendigt og
forandrende. Mens vi skriver dette, gar tusinder og atter tusinder pa gaden i
storbyer verden over. Nogle bekaamper brutale regimenter, andre demonstrerer mod
regimenter in spe, andre igen gér i solidaritet. Og mens nogle (faktisk) risikerer deres
liv ved at gere det, er een ting sikker: Det er tid til at komme i arbejdstejet.

Ogsa indenfor kunsten. Kunst er i sig selv modstandskraft. Fra Toyo Miyatakes
hemmelige fotografier af livet i interneringslejre for japansk-amerikanere (1940'erne)
til nutidige oprindelige kunstnere som Anders Sunna, har kunst igen og igen bevist
at besidde kraften, ikke kun til forandring, men som et middel til at overleve.

Sa hvad kan vi stille op? Hvis billedkunsten skal udvikle sig, méa vi skabe rum til at
udeve, producere og betragte den. Det er kernen i det, AHC er sat i verden for at
gore. Her | Kebenhavn, en by som fa har rad til at bo i, er en helt grundlseggende
udfordring at sikre kunstnere adgang til konkrete rum: Det vaere sig betalelige
arbejdssteder, atelierer og veerksteder samt fzelles rum og kollektiver, der er
tilgeengelige for de mange. Den opgave tager vi pa os med vores nye initiativ,
AHC_Works.

AHC_Works er et vaerkstedsfaellesskab for professionelle billedkunstnere og giver
adgang til vores fem fuldt udstyrede vaerksteder @Thoravej 29.

Da initiativet er delvist finansieret af Bikubenfonden, kan vi tilbyde faciliteter til at
eksperimentere og producere med stebninger, metal, trae samt digitale
produktionsformer til en meget lav pris. Med initiativet ensker vi at skabe bedre
arbejdsvilkér for byens kunstnere.

What is to be done? This pressing question, raised by Russian art collective Chto
Delat (their name literally meaning ‘What is to be Done?’), has currently become a
matter of extreme urgency. Right here where we are, Copenhagen suddenly became
the backdrop for a colonial game of Monopoly as the American president openly
declared his intent to ‘acquire’ Greenland - as if an Indigenous people with a
thousand-year-long history can be reduced to an object in a geopolitical bargaining
chip with his NATO-crony, Denmark. Meanwhile, we watch one crisis, war and
despot after another on our phones, only punctuated by Al slop.

As absurd and heartbreaking as these times are, we also see a response: We are
organizing in ways that actually holds the power to transform. As we write this,
thousands upon thousands are taking to the streets in major cities around the
world. Some are fighting brutal regimes, others are demonstrating against regimes
in spe, others again are standing in solidarity. And while people in some streets
(truly) risk their lives doing so, one thing is certain: It is time to get to work.



Also within art. Art is, in itself, resilience. From Toyo Miyatake’s secret photographs
of life in internment camps for Japanese-Americans (1940s) to contemporary
Indigenous artists such as Anders Sunna, art has again and again proven to hold
the power, not only for change, but as means to survive.

So, what should be done? If visual art is to grow and develop, we have to organize
spaces to pursue, produce and contemplate it. This is at the heart of what AHC is
put in the world to do. Here in Copenhagen, a city few can afford to live in, a
fundamental challenge is to ensure artists access to concrete spaces: Be it
affordable workspaces, studios and workshops or shared spaces and collectives
that are accessible to the many. We take upon this task with our new initiative,

AHC Works.

AHC_Works is a workshop community for both emerging and more established
visual artists and gives access to our five fully supplied workshops @Thoravej 29.

As the initiative is partly funded by the Bikuben Foundation, we can offer our
facilities at a very low cost, and thereby support artists as well as the emerging art
scene.
